• Collaboration – should be encouraged, however it should also be coordinated, for example if two bids are similar 

then BNG should contact the applicants and come up with a shared solution that works for both or get both 

applicants to work on slightly different aspects....such as developing course/materials, this would avoid duplication.  

• Funding –sometimes funding is reduced to the point that the project can’t be completed or completed but not to a 

quality level  

• Previous results, it would be good to see applications that have shown good practice and therefore have the 

potential to being applied for next time from different authorities....rather than just seeing a title and an amount 

applied for perhaps a final report published allowing applicants to see how successful previous applications have 

been and gotten on.  

• The funding cycle how can you plan for a project, that is longer than 1 year, but you need to apply each 

year....funding should be open to longer applications 

 • Don’t see the point in holding back 20% until the project is finished....people expect to be paid by the end of the 

project, not waiting until reports have been sent in....would rather see this money being paid after the 6 month 

report or at least a decision made to continue the project at this stage, if project is not completed then monies could 

be paid back  

• Guidance to completing the application would be useful....perhaps a session at the start of the funding stream – as 

is done with the specific grant sessions  

• The funding could be put into themes – i.e. development, delivery or support – with again, good ideas/good 

practice being shared

If a project is successful then it 

should be rewarded by allowing authorities to ask for more monies to extend/expand the session, rather than just 

now where monies are decreased each year.
