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Statistical Analysis Report 
Gaelic Education Data 2020-21 
 
 
Overall the data for 2020-21 provides reassurance across a range of indicators that 
progress continues to be made around key aspects of Gaelic-medium Education (GME). 
Within Gaelic-learners’ Education there are a number of aspects which are more 
challenging and which will require further strategic work within Local Authorities.  
 
The impact of the pandemic may become more prominent in forthcoming sessions and 
we will continue to reflect on how we can continue to provide professional advice and 
support to the different sectors within GME and GLE, so that challenges are resolved and 
continuing progress delivered.  
 
We have provided indications of key actions and developments alongside specific 
analytical comments on the data. 
 
 
Graf 1: GME Schools 
Key Comments: 
 

1. Across GME provision in Nursery, Primary and Secondary Education there has 
been relative stability over the past 5 years but little evidence of growth. There 
was 1 less GME Nursery School compared to 2019-20 and 1 additional 
Secondary provision. 
 

Amongst the developments which will support further growth: 
 

a) The Bòrd will seek to engage closely with Scottish Government Learning 
Directorate regarding the national strategic planning relating to the 
OECD Report 

b) The Bòrd has begun a review of the impact of the Statutory Guidance 
(2021) and will support 2 Local Authorities in promoting the advantages 
of GME in the session 21-22 with a view to encouraging the development 
of new GME Primary provision. 

c)  The Bòrd is reviewing annual planning and reporting in the secondary 
sector and in partnership with Argyll and Bute provided training on best 
practice in June 2021. The Education team will continue to work closely 
with the Gaelic Local Authority Network (GLAN) to disseminate best 
practice in annual GME school improvement planning. 
 

Graf 2: GME Teaching Staff 
Key Comments: 
 

1. Early Years and Primary have seen staffing increases with a slight decrease in 
Secondary. Overall there has been steady growth in Early Years and Primary 
GME staffing with some variability in the Secondary sector. 
 

Amongst the developments which will support further growth: 
a) The Bòrd continues to provide a funded national teachers’ immersion 

scheme in partnership with Lews Castle College, the University of Glasgow 
an SMO. This enables suitable teachers to transfer from English-medium 



provision (EM) to GME on completion of a year immersion course with most 
costs covered. 

b) The national immersion scheme was extended to cover Early Years 
practitioners in 2021. 

c) The Bòrd is working with key partners such as the GTCS to deliver a 
promotion campaign in the session 2021-22 highlighting teaching in GME. 

d) The Bòrd operates an Education Grants scheme, which supports student 
teachers and Early Years practitioners during their course studies with 
additional incentive grants. 

e) The Bòrd Education team has provided professional advice and support for 
the STEM+ Team at Scottish Government to ensure that potential applicants 
are aware that STEM+ support applies to GME and EM.  

 
 
Graf 3: GME Pupils 
Key Comments: 
 

1. Over the past 5 years and including growth in 2020-21 there has been continued 
growth in the number of pupils in GME Primary and Secondary provision 
overall. 

2. There was a decline in the number of children in Early Years’ GME provision in 
2020-21 however the overall picture is of variability with the number of 
children remaining at around a thousand. 

 
Amongst the developments which will support further growth: 
 
a) With support from Bòrd na Gàidhlig a new pilot Early Years GME team is being 

launched by CNAG and Comann nam Pàrant in the session 2021-22. 
b) In addition the Bòrd has funded a number of new posts supporting Early Years 

development and parental and family support. This includes new posts at 
Comann nam Pàrant (in addition to the pilot Early Years Team) and the City of 
Glasgow. 

c) The Bòrd will issue new Early Years Guidance in 2021, which will compliment 
the Early Learning and Childcare Guidance issued by the Scottish Government in 
July 2021. 

 
 
Graf 4: Pupils’ Journey to Fluency 
Key Comments 
 

1. There was a decline in the entry into Primary 1 in this statistical period. This 
may relate to a much larger than normal increase in registration in the session 
2019-2020. However close monitoring of entry into Primary 1 will be necessary. 

2. Secondary GME at S1 and S4 saw the largest ever increases in entry since 
statistics were gathered (2001-2).  
 

Amongst the developments which will support further growth: 
 

1. The Bòrd Education team will continue to provide training, professional 
advice and support to Local Authority Officers on monitoring GME uptake at 
key stages. 

2. Development of further promotion of GME, the Statutory Guidance initiative 
in selected Local Authorities and continuing funding support for Comann 
nam Pàrant initiatives will be monitored to assess impact on GME uptake. 



Graf 5: GME Pupils at P1 
Key Comments 
 

1. Detailed analysis of the 6 Local Authorities which provide the largest uptake of 
GME at P1, demonstrates the following: 

i. Decrease in P1 uptake in North Lanark recorded last year – requires to 
be monitored closely by the Local Authority. 

ii. Argyll and Bute has seen an increase in uptake in 2018 but this has 
remained static since. 

iii. There have been some fluctuations in the intake into P1 in Edinburgh 
though a significant decrease in 2020-21. 

iv. CNES saw the largest intake ever into P1, reversing the previous year’s 
decline. 

v. Glasgow continues to deliver steady growth with its largest intake ever. 
vi. Comhairle na Gaidhealtachd recorded a decline, though this comes after 

an exceptional rise in 2019. 
 
Amongst the developments which will support further growth: 
 

a) There are ongoing discussions around new Gaelic Language Plans and specific 
undertakings in the following Local Authorities: 
North Lanark 
Edinburgh 
Glasgow 
Local Authorities should monitor the resultant actions closely so that evidence of 
positive impact on GME uptake can be gathered. 

b) The CNES presumption of GME policy has yet to be fully realised in the statistics. 
The Local Authority should monitor impact closely.  

c) In both CNES and Comhairle na Gaidhealtachd the Local Authorities should 
monitor closely the percentage uptake of GME and English-medium as intakes in 
small rural settings may overall increase or reduce, impacting on 
increases/declines in GME uptake. 

d) Overall Local Authorities should strive to deliver a secure 3-18 model for GME 
enabling parents and carers to have confidence in the continuity of educational 
provision across Early Years, Primary and Secondary delivery. 
 

 
Graf 6: GME Pupils at Key Transitions 
Key Comments 
 

1. Transition from Early Years to P1 remains positive and has been so for many 
years. 

2. There is a significant drop off in uptake from P1 to P7 though this fell slightly in 
20-21 (from 15% to 14%). 

3. Overall there has been a significant improvement in the transition from P7 to S1. 
This has seen progressive improvement from a drop off of 12% in 2016 to 2% in 
2020-21. 

4. The drop off between the Broad General Education (BGE) and Senior Phase 
fluctuates between 20% and 30%. There was a clear improvement in 2020-21 
(drop off reduced to 20% from 33% the previous session). 

 



Amongst the developments which will support further growth: 
 

a) The OECD Report on Secondary Education in Scotland was published in June 
2021 and the Cabinet Secretary has told Parliament she accepts and welcomes 
the recommendations. This will initiate a period of change in Secondary 
provision in Scotland. The Bòrd Education Team is seeking to work with Scottish 
Government Learning Directorate who will lead renewal, to ensure GME is part 
of the strategic development being planned. 

b) Local Authority officers should monitor fluctuations in uptake across P1 to P7 as 
part of the quality assurance process and devise strategies to reduce the decline 
in uptake. 
 

 
Graf 7: Primary and Secondary Schools with Gaelic Learner Education (GLE). 
Key Comments 
 

1. In the Primary sector there has been a concerning decline in GLE provision. 
Gaelic as an L2 has continued to decline over the past 3 years whilst there has 
been a steep and continued decline in Gaelic as an L3 since 2016-17. 

2. There has been a three-year rise in Secondary GLE in the BGE phase and now 
stands at highest ever figure with 32 schools. 

3. Overall Scotland has a poor record in provision of Gaelic as a Modern Language 
in either Secondary or Primary provision (in comparison to Wales or Ireland for 
example). 

4. It should be noted that L3 provision could be delivered by primary schools 
irrespective of delivery in the associated secondary. L2 and Secondary provision 
are linked as part of a curricular continuum. 

 
Amongst the developments which will support further growth: 
 

a) The Bòrd has fully funded an Additional Teaching Qualification in partnership 
with the GTCS, Strathclyde University and the City of Glasgow, which will enable 
Modern Languages teachers to acquire GTCS registration to enable Gaelic to be 
included in their school’s Modern Languages Curriculum Offer. The pilot will run 
from August 2021 to September 2022 and it is hoped that following a positive 
evaluation it can be delivered as a permanent training opportunity. 

b) The Bòrd Planning Team and the Education Team are working closely with a 
number of Local Authorities regarding GLE commitments in their new Gaelic 
Language Plans. 

c) Local Authority Officers should reflect closely on the following regarding GLE: 
i. LA Officers with responsibility for Modern Languages development 

should actively promote Gaelic as an L3, monitor uptake and disseminate 
best practice. 

ii.  LA Officers should ensure appropriate Gaelic L3 training opportunities 
are in place for Primary Teachers. 

iii. The Bòrd Education Team and Gaelic Local Authority Network (GLAN) 
will work together to disseminate best practice nationally. 
 

 
 



Graf 8: Pupils and Teachers in Secondary GLE 
Key Comments 
 

1. Overall there has been stability in the number of teachers engaged in Secondary 
GLE in the past 5 years with a slight increase in 2020-21. 

2. There is evidence of growth over the 5-year period in the number of pupils in 
Secondary GLE (an additional 304 pupils in the 20-21 cohort compared to the 
2016 figure). However the number of pupils remained virtually static in 20-21 in 
comparison with 2019-20). 

 
Amongst the developments which will support further growth: 
 
As already noted the following actions will impact on further growth: 

a) The ATQ Pilot project will support retraining of Modern Languages teachers 
enabling the inclusion of Gaelic as a Modern Language more widely. 

b) The Bòrd Education Team will provide professional advice and support to Local 
Authority Officers who have strategic responsibility for Gaelic and GME to 
support their efforts to extend uptake of Gaelic as an L2 and L3.  

c) The Bòrd Education Team and Planning Team will work with Local Authorities 
to support their implementation of Gaelic Language Plans, which will include 
specific actions and targets relating to GLE development. 
 

 
Graf 9: S1 GLE Pupils 
Key Comments 
 

1. Overall there is some evidence of growth over the past 5 years in S1 GLE 
numbers, though this is not consistent in all of the largest Local Authorities. 

2.  Detailed analysis of the 6 Local Authorities which provide the largest uptake of 
GME at S1, demonstrates the following: 

I. Comhairle na Gàidhealtachd has delivered consistent growth since 2016 
with a 7.5% in crease in session 2020-21 in comparison to 2019-20. 

II. East Ayrshire continues to deliver significant numbers of pupils and is 
for the second year in a row, the second largest delivering Local 
Authority nationally. 

III. Argyll and Bute has delivered a stable figure around 230 for the past 3 
years but has not shown growth. 

IV. Comhairle nan Eilean Siar has generally seen S1 intake between 180 and 
200 and recorded a slight increase in 2020-21. This should be analysed 
carefully by the Local Authority in terms of the overall intake into S1 and 
the proportion of pupils in GLE courses as overall intake can significantly 
fluctuate in the authority. 

V. There was a significant decrease in the S1 GLE intake in Perth and 
Kinross in 2021 (38% decline). We have engaged with Education 
Services in Perth and Kinross and identified that this relates to a 
significant roll drop. This illustrates the importance of reviewing 
statistical evidence in the context of the proportion of the overall roll 
who are registering for GME at P1 or are selecting Gaelic as a modern 
language choice in S1, for example. 

 
 



Amongst the developments which will support further growth: 
 
As noted, all actions relating to Gaelic as an L2 and L3 impact on the uptake of Gaelic at 
the S1 stage. Specific advice and support will be offered to Local Authority officers with 
strategic responsibility for Gaelic and GME in specific Local Authorities to support their 
efforts to make further progress 
 
Graf 10: LearnGaelic Reach 
Key Comments 
 

1. Overall there has been continuous growth in the past 5 years in both the number 
of visitors and visits to LearnGaelic. 2020 saw the highest number of visits and 
visitors ever to the site. 

2. After a number of years where the sessions per visitor remained largely static, 
there was a significant increase in 2020 again to the highest level ever. 

 
Amongst the developments which will support further growth: 
 
The launch of SpeakGaelic in the autumn of 2021 will be a landmark development for 
the language and for the large number of people now intent on learning it as evidenced 
in the rapid success of the Duolingo Gaelic Course and these figures. 
 
SpeakGaelic is multimedia Gaelic learning platform delivered as a partnership between 
MGAlba and the Sabhal Mòr Ostaig and funded by Bòrd na Gàidhlig and the Scottish 
Government.
